INSTRUCTIONS
FOR WOOD STOVE USE



1. Kaip ir visos senovineés krosnys, Si - ne visuomet lengvai sukalbama :) ligiau jos
nepakdrus, esant jSalusiam kaminui, krosnis gali dumyti. Taciau gerai jSildZius
kaming, atsiradus traukai jame, uzkurta krosnis nedumys.

2. Krosnis neturi sklendziy (“jusky”), kurias pries kuriant reikty atidaryti.

3. Neperkaitinkite krosnies! Kol ji jSalusi, nepridékite itin daug malky,
nekaitinkite itin intensyviai - |Sildykite krosn| pamazu. Didelis temperatury
svyravimas (is jSalusios | perkaitintg) yra zalingas krosniai, gali atsirasti jtrakimuy.

4. Jei del krosnies dumijimo jsijungé dumy ar anglies monoksido detektoriai, o
jUs juos isjungéte, isvedinus dumus nepamirskite vél jy jjungti.

5. Nepamirskite iSvalyti peleny - juos isberkite | komposto déze kieme, arba
Ziema galite pabarstyti apledijusius takelius lauke - nebus taip slidu :) Jei Sildete
kaming kGrendami pliauskeles jo apacioje, nepamirskite iSvalyti
peleny/nuodeguliy ir ten.

6. Jei viska darote pagal Sias instrukcijas, o krosnis vis tiek labai dumija, gali buti,
kad pelenais ir anglimis uzsikimso dumy iSéjimo anga ties orkaite. Atidarykite
mMazas pravalos dureles po krosnies orkaite, ir gerai iSvalykite ten sukritusias
anglis ir pelenus.

KAIP UZKURTI KROSN|?

1. |sikarimui pasiruoskite sausy, smulkiai skaldyty pliauskeliy.

2. 18 pradziy, traukai sukurti (ypac jei krosnis ilgai nekurta), butinai
gerai |Sildykite kamina. Atidarykite dureles kamine (kamino
apacioje, prie zemeés) ir | kamino anga jkise susukto popieriaus ir
mazy pliauskeliy, juos uzdekite. Deginkite pliauskeles 5-10 minuciy,
kol kaminas jSils.

3. Tada kurkite krosnj - sudéje malky ir popieriaus kravele |
pagrindine krosnies anga, butinai praverkite peleny valymo dureles
(mazos durelés po pagrindinémis krosnies angos durimis). Jas



laikykite praviras, kol krosnis gerai jsikurs - taip sukursite geresne
trauka.

4. Ugniai gerai jsikurus, uzdarykite krosnies angos duris ir pravalos
dureles po jomis.

5. Niekada nepalikite ugnies be prieziuros.

6. Pries idvykstant, batinai idvalykite pelenus / nuodégulius i kamino
apacios.

ENGLISH

1. Like all old wood stoves, this one is not always easy to work with :) If it has not
been lit for a long time, and the chimney is cold, the stove may produce smoke.
So it is very important to warm up the chimney first, then the stove won't
produce smoke.

2. There is no chimney damper that should be opened before lighting the wood
stove.

3. Do not overheat the wood stove! While it is cold, do not add too much
firewood, do not heat it too intensively - do it slowly. A large temperature
fluctuation (from freezing to overheated) is harmful to the stove, and cracks may
appear.

4. If smoke or carbon monoxide detectors went off due to the smoke from the
stove, and you turned them off, remember to turn them back on after the
smoke has been vented from the hut.

5. Don't forget to clean the ashes - spread them in the compost bin in the yard,
or in winter you can sprinkle the icy tracks outside - it won't be so slippery :) If
you heated the chimney by burning wood chips at its bottom, don't forget to
clean out the ash there as well.

6. If you follow these instructions and the wood stove still smokes a lot, it's
possible that ash and coal are blocking the smoke outlet inside the stove.
Open the small metal door under the stove's oven and clean out the coals and
ash that have fallen in there.



HOW TO LIGHT FIRE IN THE WOOD STOVE?

1. For the start, prepare dry, finely chopped wood.

2. Atfirst, especially if the stove has not been fired for a long time, warm up
the chimney. Open the little metal door at the bottom of the chimney,
near the ground, insert a bunch of rolled paper and wood chips into the
chimney opening, and burn it there for 5-10 minutes. Warm air from this
burning paper and wood chips will warm up the chimney and will create
better airflow.

3. Only then start the wood stove. Place a pile of wood and some paper in
the stove, be sure to open the ash removal door (the small metal door
under the main opening of the stove). Keep them open until the stove is
well heated - this will create a better airflow.

4. When the fire is already burning nicely, close both the door of the stove
and the ash removal door below it.

5. Never leave a fire unattended.

6. Before leaving, be sure to clean the ash from the bottom of the chimney.
